within a set of [Line Items] is organized and characterized.

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A text block concept arrangement logical pattern represents prose which might be one token, a 

sentence, a paragraph, an ordered list, an unordered list, a table, or a combination of one or more of the 

above. 

 

 

Axioms 

1. A text block is a type of information block object. 

2. A text block has no mathematical relationship between the concepts within the text block. 

3. The calendar period type of each text block may, or may not, be the same. However, text blocks 

tend to be of calendar period type of duration generally. 

4. The data type of every text block is the same. 

5. A text block has no units. 

6. A group of text blocks within a hypercube would tend to all be at the same level (i.e. not nested). 

7. A text block is modeled using XBRL: 

a. Presentation relations show a [Text Block]. 

b. Calculation relations never exist. 

c. Definition relations exist only when a hypercube is explicitly provided and are 

represented using the rules of XBRL Dimensions. 

8. A text block must not have children. 
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A text block can be a combination of a paragraph, unordered list, ordered list, table(s), and/or pretty 

much any prose:
